D. [P5] Primary 5 Learning Journey to Singapore Science Centre 

 
The school will be organising a learning journey to the Singapore Science Centre for our P5 

students on the topic ‘Electricity’. The objective of the learning journey is to engage students in 

experiential learning though hands-on activities. 

During the session, students will:  

• recognise that an electric circuit consisting of an energy source (battery) and other circuit 
components (wire, bulb, switch) forms an electrical system. 

• show an understanding that a current can only flow in a closed circuit. 

• identify electrical conductors and insulators. 

• construct simple circuits from circuit diagrams. 

• investigate the effect of some variables on the current in a circuit and communicate findings.
