– FOR CHILDREN, BY CHILDREN 

 

All P6 students have embarked on a Values-In-Action (VIA) Programme – For Children, By 
Children, that provides a platform for students to demonstrate school values and 21st century 
competencies in an authentic context. It also enables students to apply leadership and 
innovation skills through entrepreneurship.  
 
Through this VIA programme, students get to collaborate with Cerebral Palsy Alliance Singapore 
(CPAS) and do their part to support and contribute to the community. The Children’s Market 
segment allows students to set up online stores using online E-commerce platform “Cococart”. 
Our students use Design Thinking in the process of making products through upcycling methods, 
e.g. customised note books, bookmarks, etc.

Briefing to all students has been conducted during morning assembly and the step-by-step on 
how to purchase from “Cococart” online store has been uploaded onto SLS. The online stores 
will be opened to all staff and students from 27th October to 3rd November 2023.  
 
Details of collection and payment: 
Students will collect and make cash payment for their pre-ordered products from the respective 
P6 physical store set up at the parade square on 8th and 9th November 2023. 
 
Points to note for students: 
1. View the products from 4 different P6 classes.  
2. Select the products that you need or like and add them to cart.  
3. Make informed decisions by differentiating between needs and wants.  
4. Be responsible to honour your purchases (No changes/cancellation is allowed) as the P6 

students spend money, time and effort in making the products.  
5. Be disciplined to spend within your budget (Discuss your budget with your parents).
